· All exhibition dancers will enter on Friday the 14th of August or Saturday the 15th during 

admission bracelet sales. Upon entering and payment, each dancer will receive an exhibition 
bracelet which MUST be worn in order to dance in the exhibition. If the dancer misplaces 
their treble reel exhibition bracelet,  he or she must re-enter and pay the fee again. 

· The Exhibition Fee per dancer is $10.  All non-dancers and families are free to enjoy the 
party and DJ at no additional cost.
